A new service offered to the public by Herts Police
Service instead of ringing their non-emergency number
for help with what may be an emergency to them but is
not a police matter.

ICE – In Case of Emergency
Everyone is recommended to store the word ‘ICE’ in their
mobile phone address book.  Against it they should enter
the home and work phone numbers of the person(s) they
would like contacted on their behalf in an emergency
situation. Ambulance and hospital staff will then be able
to identify and contact such persons without delay.

MAP OF PARISH RIGHTS OF WAY
If you have recently moved into the parish you may not
be aware that a map is available free of charge, showing
all rights of way.

POTHOLES & HIGHWAYS FAULTS
Always report potholes, bent or missing signs, lamp
posts, floods and road obstructions to Herts Highways
Fault Reporting Line on 0300 1234047, make sure you
are given a reference number and make a note of the date.

PHONE SCAMS   Land lines and mobiles
If you get a call saying you’ve won something asking you
to press 9 for details – DON’T – hang up immediately. It
could cost you £20. Never give callers your post code,
house number or bank details. If a 'telephone engineer'
phones asking you to dial 9 or 9.0 hash or 0.9 hash
DON’T! If a missed call shows on a mobile and you are
asked to phone a number beginning with 0709 – DON’T
it will cost you £50 a minutes - and you’ll have to pay!

RECOGNISING A STROKE
A neurologist has said that if he can get to a stroke victim
within three hours he can totally reverse its effects.
Doctors say a bystander can recognise a stroke by asking
three simple questions. Ask the victim to: 1) SMILE. 2)
TO RAISE BOTH ARMS. 3) TO SPEAK A SIMPLE
SENTENCE or to stick their tongue out straight.  
If the person has a problem with any of these tasks
call an ambulance immediately.

SURVIVING A HEART ATTACK IF ALONE
If you begin to feel faint and experience severe pain in
your chest which radiates up your arm and to your jaw
cough repeatedly and very vigorously. Take a breath
before each cough which should be deep and prolonged
and repeat every 2 seconds until help arrives

REFUSE COLLECTION 
One week grey bins with household rubbish; the next
week garden waste, tins, paper, glass and plastic bottles.

DONT LET A STRANGER IN YOUR HOME
If someone calls on you without an appointment
claiming to come from the water board, or gas,
phone or electricity companies, put your chain on
before opening the door. If they say it is an
emergency and ask to come in to check something -
even if they show you what looks like an identity
card -  DON'T LET THEM IN. Close the door firmly
and phone a neighbour - or if particularly suspicious
-  the police on 999!      
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
